Did railroading seem a logical choice for you? Oh, yes. | was managing a grocery store at the age of
twenty-one in El Paso, Texas and an old friend of mine was a conductor in the territory between El Paso
and Tucumcari. It was at the end of the depression and he came into the store one day and said, "George,
why don't you go to railroading?" | said, "I don't know. I'm making seventy-five dollars a month here
managing this store, how much can | make on the railroad?" "Oh, a hundred, two hundred dollars a
month." | says, "I'll sure do it then. I'll go up there and put in an application."

Did you ever go on strike? Yes. Not here but | called a strike in Houston because out of another terminal
they were having another railroad handle material that should have been handled by our people and |
had to strike them.

How long were you out on strike? About twenty-four hours. | had a good president of the railroad there
that I'd help with. Used to be superintendent here and then he was moved down to Houston on the
Cotton Belt and him and | had very good rapport. | talked to him and he said, "Yeah, that's wrong, they
shouldn't have done it. They won't do it anymore.” I said, "All right, let's put our men back to work and

pay them for the time they lost." "O.K., we'll do it."

Yo dije, “Estéa bien,
debemos regresar los hombres a sus trabajos, y pagarlos para el tiempo que perdieron.” “Bueno, asi lo
haremos.”
